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The College of Engineering shares the aspirations of the University of Sharjah in 
establishing an international reputation for teaching and learning, research and 
scholarship, and serving the local community. Our mission is to provide high quality 
engineering education programs, advance research aimed at supporting the regional 
technological development, and be an effective source of engineering expertise serving 
the needs of the community.  
 
The college aspires to be a recognized regional leader in engineering education and has, 
therefore, set for itself three clear goals: 

1. Teaching and Learning 
Provide quality education programs that are consistent with international standards, 
designed to give students a strong grasp of their chosen discipline and to equip them 
to develop their intellectual capacities and transferable skills enabling them to 
succeed in their career and to contribute effectively to the engineering profession. 

2. Research and Scholarship 
Promote creative research and scholarship, disseminate knowledge that contributes 
to advancing technology, and provide opportunities to pursue graduate degree 
programs.  

3. Service to the Community 
Serve as an effective source of engineering expertise for the region by developing 
effective links with regional communities and organizations and offering a range of 
scientific and continuing educational opportunities, with particular emphasis on the local 
and national needs. 
 



   

 

Undergraduate Degree Programs 
The College of Engineering consists of three departments that offer four 
undergraduate programs leading to a Bachelor degree, as shown in the table below.

The B.Sc. programs in Civil, Electrical and Electronics, and Computer Engineering are 
fully accredited by the UAE Ministry of Higher Education and have graduated more than 
350 engineers thus far. The Bachelor of Architectural Engineering (B.A.E.) is a new 
program that started in 2004 after obtaining the status of accreditation-eligible from the 
Ministry.  

The language of instruction in all engineering programs is English. On average, it takes 
students four years to complete the Bachelor degree in Civil, Electrical and Electronics, 
and Computer Engineering. However, the Bachelor of Architectural Engineering is a five-
year program. All our undergraduate programs require a minimum of eight weeks of 
“Practical Training” before the senior year, where students are provided training 
opportunities (internships) in the UAE or abroad. More than 40 engineering students 
have thus far completed their training in Europe, and more than 100 at regional 
companies. We believe this international exposure is a very positive experience for our 
students to gain wider perspective on the practice of the engineering profession 
worldwide. The University of Sharjah houses the UAE’s office for IAESTE, the parent 
organization allowing international training exchange. In addition, the University of 
Sharjah has a career and alumni office that helps our graduates obtain employment 
opportunities and tracks their career progress. The College graduates seeking 
employment have successfully attained employment in some of the UAE’s and the 
world’s best organizations. A number of the graduates have gone on to continue their 
graduate education in universities in North America and are well on their way to 
completing their desired degrees.  

The total undergraduate student enrollment in the college of engineering is 663 students 
with 420 men and 243 women students. The students come from more than 30 countries 
and provide an excellent opportunity and appreciation for diversity, cultural exchange, 
and tolerance. The University provides students with a wide range of scientific, cultural, 
and social and sport activities throughout the academic year. Engineering students have 
several societies and clubs that organize social activities, field trips, and scientific 
activities and competitions.  

The academic staff includes 38 engineering faculty, with many years of academic and 
industrial experience both regionally and internationally. The specialization and expertise 
of our faculty members encompass all aspects of our programs of study. The faculty use 
a variety of innovative teaching methods to present students with a challenging, enriching 
and thrilling educational experience. In addition, the College employs a team of 13 
outstanding laboratory engineers and technicians to staff our state-of-the-art laboratories, 



   

 

which are used for instruction and research. This team is dedicated to supervising the 
students as they perform their experimental work as well as instructing the students in 
the best possible methods of laboratory experimentation. Rich collections of computing 
facilities with a wide mix of software are also available for the support of research and 
education.  

 
 
Graduate Degree Programs 
The College of Engineering obtained the approval of the Ministry of Higher Education to 
start three Master degree programs in Civil, Electrical and Electronics, and Computer 
Engineering. The Master degree in Civil Engineering started accepting students in 
January 2005, and the other two programs will start in September 2005. Each graduate 
degree program requires 33 credits, of which 24 credits are for graduate courses and 9 
credits are for graduate thesis. Details of the programs along with admission 
requirements and course description can be found on the university website 
(www.sharjah.ac.ae). The college welcomes applications for full time students as well as 
working engineers seeking to expand their knowledge and advance their career. The 
college plans to offer graduate assistantships for top qualified full-time applicants. 

In addition to expanding the capabilities of our labs and computing facilities, the 
university continues to strongly support the college in its acquisition of library resources 
(textbooks, reference books, and periodicals) in support of faculty and graduate students 
research. Access to full text papers through digital-library is growing and includes full 
IEEE transactions. 

 

College Activities 
Engineering faculty members have made significant efforts to raise the research profile of 
the College and University. The annual number of publications of the college faculty is 
more than 100 refereed papers in international journals and conferences. The college 
has on average 25 seminars per academic year delivered to our students by internal and 
external scholars and focusing on the latest educational and research development in 
engineering. The college has organized and hosted several international conferences, 
most recently:

�  The Tenth International Conference on Electronics, Circuits and Systems 

�  International Conference on Water Desalination 

�  Annual Sharjah Urban Planning Symposium 

The college students have been a very valuable asset in the organization and success of 
the conferences. This involvement provided the students opportunities for interaction with 
researchers and academicians from all around the world.  



   

 

Several funded research projects and focused research groups activities have direct link 
to the local community. One of the funded projects has lead to the design and 
manufacturing of the first microchip by an engineering faculty at the University of Sharjah. 
The designed microchip carries the university name and has wide applications in optical 
communications and networks. Other projects focused on providing solutions to local 
problems such as water and environmental quality and easing the traffic congestion in 
Sharjah. Many of our engineering students play an assisting role in these projects and 
gain practical experience and skills from their faculty supervisors. Engineering students 
are also encouraged to do their senior design projects on areas of strong relevance to 
the community. Several students have gained awards for their successful design, which 
in some cases resulted in publications in international journals.  

Engineering students have established a Women Engineering Students (WES) society, a 
Civil Engineering Club (ECE), a student branch for the IEEE, and the first IEEE Women 
in Engineering (WIE) affinity group in the UAE. The student organizations are very active 
in planning educational and social activities for the students. The activities include trips to 
some of the historical and natural locations around the UAE, field trips to local industrial 
complexes, both social and educational contests, participation in the university’s open 
day activities, and extra curricular educational seminars and workshops. 
 

Final Remarks 
Since its establishment in 1997, the College of Engineering has been growing strongly 
and rapidly and has realized many achievement and recognitions regionally and 
internationally. We are most proud of our quality students and faculty, and very 
appreciative of the generous support and outstanding infrastructure and resources 
provided by His Highness Sheikh Dr. Sultan Bin Mohammed Al Qassimi, member of the 
UAE Supreme Council, Ruler of Sharjah, and the Supreme President of the University.
